"Act" means the Madhya Pradesh Upcharyagriha Tatha Rujopchar
Sambandhi Sthapanaye (Registrikaran Tatha Anugyapan) Adhini};am,
1973 (No 47 of 1973) ;

"Allopathy Nursing Home"means a Nursing I-iome registered to provide
treatment in recognized system of medicine viz. Allopathy;

"AYUSH Nursing Home" means a Nursing Home registered to provide

treatment in recognized system of medicine viz. Ayurveda/

Yoga/Homeopathy/Unani/Siddh-a;

"Category of Nursing Home" means a Nursing Home registered to
provide treatment under the recognized system of medicine only for
which it is registered viz. Allopathy/ AYUSH system of medicine;
“Form” means a form appended to these rules;

"General Bed" means a bed designed for hospitalized patients or others
in need of some form of health care, having special features both for
the comfort and well-being of the patient and .for the convenience of

health care providers;

"High Dependency Unit (HDU)" means a dedicated*ward reserved for
patients who need more intensive- observation, treatment and nursing
care than is possible in a General ward, but slightly less than that given
in Intensive Care Unit and serves as a "Step-down" unit for
intermediate care;

"High Dependency Unit Bed" means a bed situated in the High
Dependency Unit (HDU).

“Infectious Disease” means a disease about which a Registered Medical
Practitioner is required to notify to the Medical and Health Officer of
his area under the law for the time being in force;

“Intensive Care Unit (ICU)” means an organized unit fo; provision of
intensive and specialized medical/nursing care under constant close
supervision, to critically ill patients through an enhanced capacity for
monitoring with multiple modalities of physiologic organ support to
sustain life during a period of life-threatening organ system
insufficiency;

“Intensive Care Unit Bed” means a bed situated in the Intensive Care
Unit (ICU) ;

“Keeper or Owner of Nursing Home or Clinical Establishment” means
a person who has been duly registered by the supervising authority in
respect of Nursing Home or a Clinical Establishment under sub-section
(3) of section 4 of the Act and whose registration has not been cancelled
under section 5 of the Act;

“Local area” means the area comprised within the local limits of a

constituted under the Madhya Pradesh Municipal Corporation Act, 1956
or the Madhya Pradesh Municipalities Act, 1961, as the case may be or
any other area declared to be a local area for the purposes of this Act by
the State Government, by notification in the official Gazette;

“Oxygen Supported Bed” means a bed having a Medical Oxygen
delivery system with supply mechanisms for Oxygen distribution,
apparatuses to control pressure, flow, humidity, concentration and
devices for delivering Oxygen to patients requiring Oxygen support;
“Registered Medical Practitioner” means and includes a medical
practitioner registered under the Madhya Pradesh Ayurvigyan Parishad
Adhiniyam, 1987 and shall include a person who possesses any of the
recognized medical qualifications and who has been enrolledl in the
register of the respective Medical Council, viz., Allopathy, Dental,
Homeopathy, Ayurveda, Unani and Siddha or any such Council, Board
or any other statutory body recognized by the Government of Madhya
Pradesh;

“Resident Registered Medical Practitioner” means a registered medical
practitioner who shall be in-charge of the persons received and admitted
in the Nursing Home and shall render his services for providing direct
care including diagnosis, managing and treating health conditions of
out-patients and in patients at all times as specified in the duty schedule
of the nursing home;

“Schedule” means the schedule appended to these rules;
“Section” means section of the Act;
"Supervising Medical Practitioner" means a specialist medical
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practitioner who shall provide expert or professional advice for direct
review and planning of therapeutic activities or clinical approaches, in
order to oversee and improve the clinical outcome of admitted
patients, either in person or by any other mode of communication, so
that rendered treatment is consistent with the appropriate treatment
protocols;
2. For existing rule 4, the following rule shall be substituted, namely:-
"4 Submission and Acknowledgment of Application -

(1) The keeper or owner of Nursing Home or Clinical Establishment
shall submit an online application for grant of registration and
license or renewal thereof to the supervising authority as
prescribed.

(2) The receipt of online application shall be acknowledged within
three days of its receipt by the supervising authority or anyone
duly authorized.

(3) In any other case, the manner of receipt and acknowledgement of
such application within three days of its receipt, shall be such as
prescribed by the State Government.

3. For existing rule 5, the following rule shall be substituted, namely: -

"S Grant of certificate of registration and license -

(1)  The Supervising Authority shall maintain a permanent office record of
online applications received for grant of certificate of registration and
license of Nursing Home or Clinical Establishment or renewal thereof
and also maintain the record for rejection, if any.

(2)  The Supervising Authority, on being satisfied, that there is no
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objection to registration, register the applicant and*issue to him an
online certificate of registration/renewal of registration in form "B" and
license in form "BB";”.

For existing rule 11, the following rule shall be substituted, namely: -

"11 Change in address — The keeper or owner of Nursing Home or Clinical
Establishment shall communicate to the supervising authority any change in
address or in the situation of the Nursing Home or Clinical Establishment, in
respect of which he is registered, within seven days after such change, by
online intimation as prescribed. The communication shall be duly

acknowledged by the supervising authority, by online mode.

For existing rule 12, the following rule shall be substituted, namely: -
12 Change in staff -

(1) The keeper or owner of Nursing Home or Clinical Establishment
shall communicate to the supervising authority, by online mode,
any change in the medical, nursing or technical staff together with
the dates on which such changes have taken place, within seven
days of such change. A communication in this regard shall also be
shared with the concerned staff.

(2) The communication shall be duly acknowledged by the supervising

authority, by online mode.

In rule 14, in sub-rule (1), in item no. (x) of clause (c), for the word “Disease”,
the words “Final diagnosis” shall be substituted.
In rule 19, in sub-rule (1), for the words “Meningitis”, the words, figure and

punctuation “Meningitis, COVID-19” shall be substituted.
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8. Inrule 20, for the words "State Government", wherever they occur, the words
"Director, Health Services" shall be substituted".

9. In Rule 21, for the words "State Government", wherever they occur, the words

Requirement of Nursing Home

(a) Location and Surroundings. — The Nursing Homes to be established shall
not be adjacent to an open sewer, drain or public lavatory or to a factory
emitting smoke or obnoxious odour.";
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(b) Building .—

(i) The building used for the Nursing Home shall comply with the relevant
municipal bye-law in force from time to time.

(ii) The rooms of the Nursing Home shall be well ventilated and lighted and
shall be kept in clean and hygienic conditions.

(iii) The wall of the labor room and operation theatre, up to a height of four
feet from the floor, shall be of such construction as to render it water
proof. The flooring shall be such as not to permit retention or
accumulation of dust. There shall be no chinks or crevices in the walls or
floors.

(iv) Aseptic conditions shall be maintained in labor room and the operation
room.

(v) Adequate arrangements shall be made for isolating specific and
infectious cases.

(¢) Space Accommodation for the Patients etc.—

(i) The floor space in Nursing Home shall be 100 square feet for one bed
and additional 60 square feet for every additional bed in the room.

(i) A labor room/operation theatre shall be provided with minimum floor
space of 160 sq. feet.

(iii) A duty room shall be provided for the nursing staff on duty.

(iv) Adequate space for storage of medicines, food articles, equipment etc.
shall be provided.

(d) Water Supply.— The water used in the Nursing Home shall be pure and of
potable quality.

(¢) Management of Biomedical Waste.- Authorization certificate from Madhya
Pradesh Pollution Control Board for management of Biomedical Waste (as
per the Biomedical Waste Management and Handling Rules, 2016) shall be
provided.

The keeper or owner may apply for registration or renewal during
pendency of authorization certificate, however, the institution will be
operational only after authorization certificate from Madhya Pradesl
Pollution Control Board is obtained.
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(f) Health, clothing and sanitary requirements of staff .—

(&)

(i) The staff, employed shall be free fromany contagious disease and shall
be provided with clean uniforms suitable to the nature of their duties.

(ii) The workers shall be medically examined at the time of employment and
periodically

Equipment and linen, etc.— The Nursing Homes hall provide and

maintain:—

() Adequate number of commodes, bed-pans and slop sinks with flushing
arrangements;

(ii) High pressure sterilizer and instrument sterilizer;

(i) Oxygen cylinder or cylinders and necessary attachment for giving
oxygen;

(iv) (a) For every 100 beds or part thereof, the Nursing Home shall have

25% beds as Oxygen beds with Medical Gas Pipeline.

(b) For every 100 beds or part thereof, the Nursing Home shall elther
have Liquid Medical Oxygen (LMO) tank or Pressure Swing
Adsorption (PSA) plant for fulfilling Oxygen need of minimum 25
per cent of oxygen supported beds.

(v) Adequate equipment, instruments and apparatus as mandated by the
patient's requirement;
(vi) Adequate quantity of bed-sheets, mattresses, pillows, blankets, draw

sheets and other linens;

(vii) An almirah under lock and key for poisonous substance.
(viii) The in-patients shall be provided with minimum furniture and linen as

below: —
For each in-patient: —

Cot with mattress One
Bed Side — locker One
Chair/Stool One
Blanket One

Bed Sheet/Counter Pane Two to be changed every day
Pillow with case counter pane One;
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(ix) Proper arrangement of prevention of mosquitoes and fly etc. shall be
provided by Nursing Homes.

(h) Food — If the Nursing Home provides diet to the patients, it shall be prepared
and served under hygienic condition.

(i) Nursing Staff - Services of nurse shall be provided at the scale of four nurses
for 20 beds with a minimum of three nurses in a nursing home/maternity
home of 10 beds or part thereof. In case of a Nursing Home having 50 beds or
more services of one nursing sister for every 50 beds or part thereof shall also
be provided.

(j) Records — Separate stock register shall be maintained by the Nursing Home
for equipment, drugs and consumables.

(k) Services of Registered Medical Practitioners of the same system of
medicine for which the Nursing Home is registered, shall be provided at the
scale indicated below: —

(i) One Resident Registered Medical Practitioner of the same system of
medicine for which the Nursing Home is registered for every 20 patient
bed strength or part thereof, to look after indoor patients;

(i1) One additional Medical Practitioner for every 50 out patients or part
thereof per day;

(iii)A Resident Registered Medical Practitioner shall be permitted to work in
only one Nursing Home of the State, at a time. No part time engagements
in any other Nursing Home shall be permissible. Any such engagement
shall be a ground for cancellation of Registration and License;

(iv)A Resident Registered Medical Practitioner shall physically be present in
the Nursing Home and render his services for attending to in-patients at all
times as specified in the duty schedule of the Nursing Home;

(v) The name, qualification and duty schedule of such Resident Registered
Medical Practitioner shall be displayed at the registration area of the
Nursing Home;
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)

(vi)Record of documents of such Resident Registered Medical Practitioner
shall at all times be maintained in the Nursing Home and also be made
available for application processes for registration/renewal of registration.

Services of atleast one Registered Medical Practitioner for every 50 indoor
patients or part thereof, shall be available at all times for attending to
emergency.

(m) Services of one pharmacist, if drug store is maintained.
(n) Services of one qualified Registered Medical Practitioner and prescribed

Technicians, if imaging modalities are provided.

(o) Services of Registered Medical Practitioner and Technician if pathological

and laboratory facility is provided.

(p) Services of physiotherapist, if physio-therapy facility is provided.
(q) Certificate of Registration and License shall be displayed in the Nursing

Home at a prominent place.

All records and registers maintained shall bear registration and license
number of the Nursing Home. Similarly, all documents and stationery
including treatment charts, reports, cash memos, bills etc., used by the
Nursing Home shall bear this number.

The keeper or owner of the Nursing Home shall not engage any Resident
Registered Medical Practitioner who is already registered in any other
Nursing Home of the State. The keeper or owner of the Nursing Home shall
maintain duty schedule of the resident registered medical practitioners in a
format detailing date, duty hours, duty station etc.

The keeper or owner of the Nursing Home shall not engage any Government
servant for any work including consultation, without express permission of
the Government, obtained by such Government servant in this behalf and in
the event of engagement of any Government servant in the Nursing Home the
keeper thereof shall furnish to the supervising authority details of
engagements of such Government servant on full-time/part-time basis along
with the emoluments paid to him by the Nursing Home.
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(u) The keeper or owner of the Nursing Home shall maintain a ¢omplaint book
and make it available to the complainant for recording complaint. The
complaint book shall be made available to the supervising authority or a
person authorized on this behalf for inspection.

(v) The keeper or owner of the Nursing Home shall take care and ensure that the
Nursing Home or the Clinical Establishment is not used for unsocial or
immoral purposes or both.

(w) Rate list of various medical services being provided by the Nursing Home
shall be kept compulsorily on the counter and on demand it shall be shown to
the patient or his/her family member. The information to this effect shall also
be displayed prominently at registration counter. The supervising authqrity
shall also be kept informed of the rate list and of the amendments, if any,
made therein."
