S.0. 3884(E).— In pursuance of sub-clause (ii) of clause (b) of sub-section (4) of section 4 of the Aadhaar

(Targeted Delivery of Financial and Other Subsidies, Benefits and Services) Act, 2016 (18 of 2016) read with rule 5 of
the Aadhaar Authentication for Good Governance (Social Welfare, Innovation, Knowledge) Rules, 2020, the Ministry
of Education, having been authorised by the Central Government, hereby notifies that the Department of School
Education and Literacy (DoSEL), Ministry of Education is allowed to perform the use of Aadhaar authentication
services, on voluntary basis, for the purpose of Student, Teacher and Teacher Educator Registry for the purposes given

below:

0] All education services, data, and applications are held at multiple levels - namely National, State and local
levels, in a decentralised manner, following the principle of minimalism at each level.

(i) A set of interoperable electronic registries at appropriate level (National, State and school) will be enabled
based on a common registry scheme that allows seamless information interchange between various systems
(with consent from individuals as necessary).

(iii) Student and teacher registries will be held at the school level, school management level and state level, as
appropriate.

(iv) Non-Personally identifiable information metadata can be stored at national level for analytics and open data
purposes.

(v) Students or parents or teachers shall be in full control of their educational data records as per data

empowerment principles in a machine-readable, digitally-signed, printable, and portable manner.
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(vi) Systems-of-Records shall hold the primary data to ensure a single source of truth; all other Information
Technology systems, applications or entities will have access to it only through Application Programming
Interface (API), subject to the applicable permissions and consents.

(vii) Granular consent shall be required for data sharing following the principle of purpose limitation.

(viii)  Parental consent shall be adopted for minors and access to any personal data (data containing Personally
identifiable information) enabled through services will only be possible via electronic consents.

(ix) Central and State education departments, autonomous bodies, school boards, private educational school
societies etc, having capacity or infrastructure shall be data fiduciaries.

(x) The data fiduciary managing the data and the data processor holding and processing the same shall be
responsible for the data protection obligations and compliances under the applicable laws.

2. Ministry of Education shall adhere to the following information with respect to use of Aadhaar authentication,
as conveyed by Unique Identification Authority of India (UIDAI):

Q) The instant approval is for both Yes or No and e-KYC authentication and National Informatics Centre shall be
the Authentication User Agency (AUA) or e-KYC User Agency (KUA) for this purpose.

(i) The informed consent of the resident shall be obtained for the purpose of authentication in terms of section 29

of the said Act. The purposes for which the Aadhaar number and related information is being sought must be
communicated clearly to the resident. Specifically, the manner in which the Aadhaar number will be collected,
stored, and used should be clearly communicated to the residents.

(iii) The resident shall be informed of alternate mechanism of identification or verification as the instant usage of
Aadhaar authentication is permitted purely on voluntary basis.

(iv) There shall not be denial of any service or benefit to resident on account of failure of Aadhaar based
authentication.

(v) There shall not be display of Aadhaar number anywhere in system and wherever required only last four digits
of Aadhaar number may be displayed.

(vi) Aadhaar numbers shall be stored securely in Aadhaar Data Vault in encrypted manner as per the Unique
Identification Authority of India Circular dated 25.07.2017 issued in this regard. Any sharing or movement of
Aadhaar number shall be done only in encrypted manner.

(vii) Biometric authentication of beneficiaries shall be performed only in assisted mode or controlled environment
by the operator registered or verified by DoSEL or NIC.

(viii)  DoSEL shall get its application audited by any Computer Emergency Response Team (CERT-In) empanelled
IS Auditor and submit the report to UIDAI. Any subsequent suggestions made by UIDAI may be also be
complied with.

(ix) DoSEL and NIC may encourage use of Iris-based biometric authentication, wherever required, considering that
it is more accurate, contactless and safe.

x) Authentication transactions done for the purpose approved herein shall be exempt from charges under the
Aadhaar (Pricing of Aadhaar Authentication Services) Regulations, 2021.

(xi) DoSEL and NIC shall comply with all the relevant provisions of the said Act, its associated regulations and
other instructions issued by Unique Identification Authority of India from time-to-time.
