ORDER
New Delhi, the 23rd September, 2022

S.0. 4491(E).—Whereas the National Medical Commission Act, 2019 (hereinafter referred to as
the Act) received the assent of the President on 8th August, 2019 and subsequently came into the effect
w.e.f. 25" September, 2020 vide Notification number S.O. 3262(E) dated 24™ September, 2020, of
Government of India Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, published in Gazette of India,
Extraordinary, Part-I1, Section 3, Sub-section (ii).

AND WHEREAS Section 15 of the Act provides for conduct of a common final year
undergraduate examination, to be known as the National Exit Test (NEXT) which shall be the basis for
Registration to practice medicine, admission to PG medical courses and Screening Test for foreign
medical graduates to practice modern medicine. The NEXT is to be operational within three years from
the commencement of NMC Act, 2019 i.e. 25 September, 2022 and is to be conducted through such a
designated authority and in such a manner as may be specified by regulations.

AND WHEREAS even passing of almost two years, regulations in the matter is yet to be framed
and also constitution of Examination Cell is under process.

Now, THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers conferred by Section 59 of the National Medical
Commission Act, 2019, the Central Government hereby makes the following Order, to remove the above
said difficulties, namely:

1. Short title and commencement:

(1) This Order may be called the National Medical Commission 1% (Removal of Difficulties)
Order, 2022.

(2) It shall come into force on the date of its publication in the Official Gazette.

2. In sub-section (3) of section 15 of the Act, for the words, “three years”, the words “four years” shall
be substituted;
