G.S.R. 414(E).— Whereas, a draft notification was published in the Gazette of India, Extraordinary, Part Il,
Section 3, Sub-section (i), vide number G.S.R. 405(E), dated the 31* May, 2022, inviting objections and suggestions

from various stakeholders, within a period of sixty days from the date on which copies of the Gazette containing the
said notification were made available to the public;

And whereas, copies of the said notification were made available to the public on 31* May, 2022;

And whereas, the objections and suggestions received within the specified period from various stakeholders in
respect of the said draft notification have been duly considered by the Central Government;

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by sections 6 and 25 of the Environment (Protection) Act,
1986 (29 of 1986), the Central Government hereby makes the following rules further to amend the Environment
(Protection) Rules, 1986, namely: -

1. Short title and commencement—(1) These rules may be called the Environment (Protection) Third
Amendment Rules, 2023.

(2) They shall come into force on the expiry of two years from the date of their publication in Official Gazette.

2. In the Environment (Protection) Rules, 1986, in Schedule-l, after serial nhumber 116 and entries relating
thereto, the following serial number and entries shall be inserted, namely:-

(i)  Minimum stack height (in meter) shall be calculated as following-

H=14Q"* (where Q is SO, emission rate in kg/hr), or
H=74Q"*" (where Q is PM emission rate in tonne/hr), whichever is more.
Provided that the stack height shall not be less than thirty meters.

(i) The Calcined Petroleum Coke (CPC) units shall install continuous emission monitoring system (CEMS) for
PM and SO, CO monitoring by CEMS and Volatile Organic Compounds (VOC) testing shall be conducted
quarterly to have better process control.”
