Examination for “Recognition of Competent Person” Under
The Static & Mobile Pressure Vessels (Unfired) Rules, 2016 and the Petroleum Rules, 2002

Petroleum and Explosives Safety Organisation (PESO) proposes to conduct online written examination to
recognise “Competent Persons” under the Static & Mobile Pressure Vessels (Unfired) Rules, 2016 and the
Petroleum Rules, 2002.

In this regard, National Productivity Council (NPC) shall be conducting the online written examination for
recognition of competent person.

testing as  stipulated in
Appendix 1IB at his command.
In case, if he does not have his
own approved degassing
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pressure vessels. station, he may enter into
agreement  with  owner of
approved degassing station to
undertake degassing, periodic
inspection and testing of mobile
pressure vessels meant for
transportation of flammable/
toxic/corrosive gases

Duration of examination: 180 minutes.

Part- Il Separate INTERVIEW for recognition of competent person under the Petroleum Rules,
2002 and the Static & Mobile Pressure Vessels (Unfired) Rules, 2016

Only those candidates who have successfully cleared the online written examination shall
qualify for the interview

The qualified candidates shall be informed the interview schedule by National Productivity
Council. The list of qualified candidates will be published on PESO’s website.
