3550 (E).— WHEREAS areas contaminated by toxic and hazardous substances pose a risk to human
health and environment including flora and fauna;

AND WHEREAS National Environment Policy, 2006 recognizes industrial and municipal waste as major
cause of pollution and thus major challenge in terms of magnitude necessitating appropriate remedial measures in
terms of development and implementation of strategies for clean-up of toxic and hazardous waste dump legacies, in
particular in industrial areas, and abandoned mines, and reclamation of such lands for future, sustainable use;

AND WHEREAS a number of probable and confirmed contaminated sites have already been identified by
Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change, Government of India;

AND WHEREAS there is need to carry out remediation of all confirmed contaminated sites, as required,;

NOW, THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers conferred by Section 3, 6, 8 and Section 25 of the
Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of 1986) read with Rule 5(1), 5(3)(a), 5(13)(1) and 5(13)(2)(i) of the
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Environment (Protection) Rules, 1986, the Central Government hereby publishes the following draft rules, which the
Central Government proposes to make, for information of the public likely to be affected thereby, and notice is hereby
given that the said draft rules will be taken into consideration by the Central Government after expiry of a period of
sixty days from the date of publication of this notification in the Official Gazette.

The objections or suggestions which may be received from any person in respect of the said draft rules before
the period specified will be taken into consideration by the Central Government.

DRAFT RULES
CHAPTER |
PRELIMINARY
1. Short title and commencement. -
(1)  These rules may be called the Remediation of Contaminated Sites Rules, 2024.
(2)  They shall come into force from the date of their publication in the official Gazette.

2. Application. - (1) These Rules shall apply to remediation of sites contaminated by hazardous substances as
defined in the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 and as in various schedules of Hazardous and Other Wastes
(Management and Transboundary Movement) Rules, 2016 and in Public Liability Insurance Act 1991, as amended
from time to time, and shall not apply to:

a. sites contaminated by radio-active wastes as covered under the provisions of the Atomic Energy
Act, 1962 (33 of 1962) and the rules made thereunder;

b. rehabilitation of abandoned mines, sites contaminated by mining waste, damage to environment
caused by mining as covered under Mines and Minerals (Development and Regulation) Amendment
Act, 2015 (10 of 2015)

c. Oil spills as governed by the Merchant Shipping Act of 1958, the Marine Insurance Act of 1963 and
the Merchant Shipping (Prevention of Pollution of the Sea by Oil) Rules, 1974

(2) Notwithstanding above, if there is co-mingling of hazardous substances with mining waste, bio-medical waste
and municipal solid waste at any site, and if the level of contamination of the site(s) with hazardous substances
exceeds the threshold specified in these rules then remediation of such sites would be covered under these rules.

3. Definitions. -

(1) In these rules, unless the context otherwise requires. —
1. “absolute liability” means no-fault liability without any exception;
2. “Act” means the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of 1986);

3. Background levels refer to the concentration of substances in soils that are not impacted by the releases of
contaminants, and are usually described as naturally occurring or anthropogenic, as indicated below:

a. naturally occurring substances present in the environment in forms that have not been influenced by
human activity; and

b. anthropogenic substances are natural and human-made substances present in the environment as a result
of human activities (not specifically related to the contaminated site in question).

4. “Committee” means Central Remediation Committee constituted by the Ministry of Environment, Forest &
Climate Change under Rule 4 of these rules for the purpose of dealing with various issues pertaining to
remediation of contaminated sites;

5. “Central Pollution Control Board” means the Central Pollution Control Board constituted under sub-section
(1) of section 3 of the Water (Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act, 1974 (6 of 1974);

“contaminant” means hazardous substances above the screening value as prescribed by Central Pollution
Control Board on screening and response levels;

“confirmed contaminated site” is a delineated area wherein after detailed site investigation, the level of
contaminants is equal to or more than the response level and higher than the background level as specified by
Central Pollution Control Board,;

“detailed project report” means a report formulated on the basis of detailed site investigation giving a
comprehensive remediation plan comprising of the remediation approach containing remediation option,
design of remediation, technical specifications, costing, environment and social impacts associated with the
implementation of remedial option, and timeframe of implementation schedule and financing plan;

“discharge” means any act of spilling, releasing, leaking, dumping, pouring, pumping, emitting, emptying,
injecting, escaping, leaching or disposing contaminants into the environment including drums, barrels,
containers containing such contaminants;

“Environmental Relief Fund” means a fund as established under section 7 (A), of Public Liability Insurance
Act, 1991;

“financial security” means deposits or bank guarantees in the format and for the amount as directed by the
Committee;

“investigated site” means a site wherein on the basis of preliminary assessment or detailed investigation, the
contaminants exist at or below screening levels or background levels as established by detailed site
investigation, with negligible risk to health and environment;

“joint liability” means when more than one person or organisation are jointly liable, each person is
individually liable to the full amount of the relevant obligation;

“land use” means any generic land use including residential, agricultural, industrial, commercial or public
use;

“owner” means the person or the Government in possession of the land/ facility;

“orphan site” is a contaminated site where responsible persons cannot be traced and for that reason it is
necessary to use public funds for investigation and remediation;

“person” includes-
i. an individual,
ii. a company,
iii. a firm,
iv. an association of persons or a body of individuals, whether incorporated or not,
v. trustee of a trust,
vi. a local authority, and
vii. every artificial juridical person, not falling within any of the preceding sub-clauses.
“petition” means a petition made in accordance with the Rule 6 (2) of these rules;
“contaminated site notice” means a notice issued in accordance with Rule 4 (3) (xi) of these rules;

“probable contaminated site” is an area, whether or not delineated, where the presence of contaminants is
higher than the screening level based on the preliminary site assessment as prescribed under these rules and
require further investigation before a conclusion can be arrived at regarding the need of its remediation;

“reference organization’’ means a single organization or a group of organizations (institute or university or
consulting firm) of repute having relevant multi-disciplinary expertise related to remediation of confirmed
contaminated sites including those related to preliminary site assessment, detailed site investigation,
remediation investigation, detailed project report formulation, and remediation of confirmed contaminated
site;

22. “remediated site” means a site where remediation and post remediation measures have been implemented for
the identified/intended land use;

23. “remediation contractor” means a person that meets the criteria specified by the Committee for carrying out
remediation;

24. “residual contamination” means the contaminant level after completion of remediation and post remediation
measures;

25. “response levels” are levels of hazardous substances in soil and sediments, and ground water and surface
water above the background level at which it is very likely that there is threat to human health or the
environment;

26. “responsible person” means one or more persons jointly or severally responsible for contamination of site
and thus for remediation of such contaminated sites including the remediation cost and other related claims;

27. “restricted site” means a site where remediation and post remediation measures have been implemented and
there is residual contamination requiring land use and site activity restrictions;

28. “restricted site notice” means a notice issued in accordance with Rule 9 (17) of these rules;

29. “retroactive liability” means liability which is not limited to the current owner, but includes people who have
owned the site in the past;

30. “screening level” are concentrations of hazardous substances in soil and sediments, and ground water and
surface water at or below which potential risks to human health or the environment are not likely to occur and
where no further investigation and assessment is needed;

31. “several liability” means when more than one person or organisation are severally liable, each person is
individually liable to only their part of the relevant obligation;

32. “suspected contaminated site” means the area that is suspected to be contaminated and creating scope of
remediation related investigation and other activities including undertaking remediation;

33. “site registry” means the contaminated site registry that contains information on the suspected contaminated,
probable contaminated and confirmed contaminated sites in the country, established and maintained by
Central Pollution Control Board;

34. “source” in relation to a contaminant means the location from where a contaminant has entered or may enter
the environment;

35. “State Pollution Control Board” means the State Pollution Control Board or the Pollution Control Committee
constituted under sub-section (1) of section 4 of the Water (Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act, 1974 (6
of 1974);

36. “voluntary remediation” means certain type of remediation carried out in accordance with Rule 13 of these
Rules.

(2) Words and expressions contained in these rules and not defined but defined in the Environment (Protection) Act,
1986 and other Rules under the Act shall have the meanings respectively assigned to them in the Act and the
respective Rule.

4. Central Remediation Committee. - (1) Central Remediation Committee shall be constituted by the Central
Government under the chairpersonship of Chairman, Central Pollution Control Board

(2) The Committee shall comprise of representatives from relevant Ministries, Departments, Organisations,
State/UT Governments and technical experts from relevant subjects.

3) Responsibilities of Central Remediation Committee. -

i Prescribe criteria for qualification of reference organization and review for approval of list of reference
organization;

Establish the procedure for the determination of responsible persons, remediation costs, environmental
damage

Establish the liability for failure to comply with or contravention of any of the provisions of the Environment
(Protection) Act 1986, or the rules made or orders or directions issued thereunder;

Specify the qualification criteria for the remediation contractor and site investigator in accordance with these
rules;

Determine and finalize the format and amount of financial security;

Upon receipt of the inventory of orphan probable contaminated sites, recommend the Urban Local Body/
District Level Panchayati Raj Institution to award to a reference organization the job of detailed investigation
within timeframe stipulated in the guidelines prescribed by Central Pollution Control Board;

Review the detailed site investigation of a probable contaminated site submitted by a reference organization;

Decide the further course of action if on the basis of detailed site investigation, the level of contaminants is
found above background as well as screening level but below response level;

On receipt of the basis of detailed investigation report, arrive at a decision in consultation with the State
Government, within the timeframe stipulated by Central Pollution Control Board, regarding whether the site
is confirmed contaminated site and if it requires remediation or only restriction of certain activities, on the
basis of risk-based assessment including future land use;

Delineate the confirmed contaminated site to the extent possible and publish the confirmed contaminated site,
through a confirmed contaminated site notice, along with the following details:

a. the site boundaries and features;
b. the nature and level of contamination and the likely sources of contamination;

c. the existing or imminent threat of harm to human health, environment or property with respect to
land, ground water and surface water;

d. land use and site activity restrictions and safety measures;

e. status of remediation of the site;

f.  such other information that the Committee considers necessary and appropriate.
Approve the priority list of orphan confirmed contaminated sites;
Review the remediation investigation report;

Direct the State Pollution Control Board to select other sites in the priority list or change the priority listing
based on such factors as it considers appropriate. Central Pollution Control Board shall record its decision to
change the order of priority of any site;

Grant approval of detailed project report within 4 months from the date of submission by State Pollution
Control Board;

Communicate the approval of Additional / supplementary remediation plan within 60 days of receiving the
plan;

Approve the completion of additional / supplementary remediation activities on the basis of recommendation
of Committee within 60 days of reporting of completion of remediation by State Pollution Control Board;

Communicate the approval for post remediation monitoring plan within 60 days of receiving the plan;

Direct the owner to hand-over temporary custody and control of a confirmed contaminated site to State
Pollution Control Board/ Pollution Control Committee for carrying remediation activities and arrange for
rehabilitation of persons residing at the confirmed contaminated sites.

Grant approval to the State Pollution Control Board to issue a restricted site notice to reflect the appropriate
land use and site activity restriction and instruct the land authorities to amend remark in land records
according to the restricted site notice;
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XXi. Grant approval to the State Pollution Control Board to instruct the land authorities to remove the remark in
the land records;

XXil. Publish the list of Reference Organization having relevant multi-disciplinary expertise related to remediation
of confirmed contaminated site on the basis of recommendation of Committee, which can be used by State
Pollution Control Board or Responsible person for assigning the activities pertaining to remediation starting
from preliminary assessment to post remediation monitoring including but not limited to remediation
investigation and formulation of detailed project report;

XXiil, Publish the updated list of Reference Organization, if there is any amendment.

xxiv.  Approve the remediation design and preparation of detailed plan for remediation along with proposed site
specific target level (SSTL);

XXV. Recommend the remediation cost and financing mechanism;

XXVI. Consider all the representations/comments received by the Central Pollution Control Board from the public
regarding the publication of confirmed contaminated sites and submit the recommendation for final
publication stipulated in the guidelines prescribed by Central Pollution Control Board from time to time.

(4)  The Committee shall meet at least once in six months.

(5) The Committee shall annually review the list of suspected ,probable as well as confirmed contaminated sites
and the details of prohibited and regulated activities under these rules.

(6) The Committee shall specify the threshold levels for activities to be regulated and the mode and methodology
for undertaking activities in probable and confirmed contaminated sites.

@) The Committee will ensure the development and functioning of an online portal for the listing of suspected
,probable as well as confirmed contaminated sites.

(8)  All the activities of the Committee will be carried out through the online portal.

5. Responsibilities of Central Government. - (1) Central Government shall constitute the Central Remediation
Committee.

)] Central Government may recommend to State Government on the relocation of people already residing in
confirmed contaminated sites as part of the remediation process for those sites.

6. Responsibilities of Urban Local Bodies / District Level Panchayati Raj Institutions. - (1) Urban Local
Body/ District Level Panchayati Raj Institutions shall prepare the inventory of the suspected contaminated sites within
their respective territories, excluding industrial areas and industries, taking information from all entities viz. railways,
parks, Special Economic Zones, and submit to State Pollution Control Board/Central Pollution Control Board.

2 The suspected contaminated site may be selected on the basis of public complaint or on the basis of Urban
Local Body / District Level Panchayati Raj Institution’s own experiences wherein the Urban Local Body / District
Level Panchayati Raj Institution shall be guided by the following factors and shall act on such information:

a. any petitions received with justification or any incident reported in public;

b. any information available through implementation of Hazardous and Other Wastes (Management & Trans-
boundary Movement) Rules 2016 and information available through management of consents under Air
(Prevention and control of Pollution) Act, 1981 and Water (Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act, 1974;

c. prior studies or investigations done by any agency;

d. information available through location factors that increase the risk of contamination such as vicinity of a
previously contaminated site and underground storage of chemicals;

e. such other factors as it considers appropriate.

3) The suspected contaminated site shall be subjected to preliminary site assessment comprising of desk review
and limited sampling and analysis to determine its status as probable contaminated site within timeframe stipulated in
the guidelines prescribed by Central Pollution Control Board from time to time. The reports of suspected
contaminated sites will be sent by the Urban Local Body / District Level Panchayati Raj Institution to the Committee
as per the time period stipulated in the guidelines prescribed by Central Pollution Control Board from time to time.
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4) Urban Local Body / District Level Panchayati Raj Institution can either conduct the preliminary site
assessment on its own or get it conducted by the owner through reference organization. The preliminary site
assessment shall be carried out as per the guidelines issued by Central Pollution Control Board from time to time.

(5) The categorization shall be using the contaminant level according to the screening and response levels as
prescribed by Central Pollution Control Board; wherein if the level of contaminants found are above screening level,
the site may be categorized as probable site. If they are below the screening levels, the site may be categorised as
investigated site and reported to the Committee.

(6) Urban Local Body/ District Level Panchayati Raj Institutions shall submit the inventory of probable
contaminated sites in their respective territories to the Central Pollution Control Board as per the format given in Form
1 within a period of one year from the date of commencement of these rules and every year thereafter by 30th June of
the following year.

@) The probable contaminated sites shall be subjected to detailed site investigation. Urban Local Body / District
Level Panchayati Raj Institution can either conduct the detailed site investigation on its own or get it conducted by the
owner through reference organization. The detailed site investigation shall be carried out as per the guidelines issued
by Central Pollution Control Board from time to time.

(8) Urban Local Body/ District Level Panchayati Raj Institutions shall submit the inventory of
orphan contaminated sites to the Central Pollution Control Board/State Pollution Control Board.

9 Urban Local Body/ District Level Panchayati Raj Institutions shall file annual returns on the online portal
developed by Central Pollution Control Board/State Pollution Control Board comprising about the number and
category of contaminated sites as suspected contaminated sites/ probable contaminated sites/ confirmed contaminated
sites with their status (suspected contaminated site — no preliminary investigation / under preliminary investigation /
preliminary investigation completed; probable contaminated site — no detailed investigation / under detailed
investigation / detailed investigation completed; confirmed contaminated site — no remediation / under remediation /
remediation completed) by 30th June of the following year.

(10)  Urban Local Body/ District Level Panchayati Raj Institutions shall, upon receiving a petition by any person
relating to contamination or presence of contaminants in a site justifying comprehensively the reason for petition, will
assess the need for a preliminary site assessment on the basis of which the need for the inclusion of the site in state’s
annual inventory will be decided.

(11)  Urban Local Body/ District Level Panchayati Raj Institutions shall display the probable or confirmed
contaminated site notice or cause the contaminated probable or confirmed site notice to be prominently displayed at
the site and also provide a copy of the site notice to the relevant public authorities.

(12)  Upon receiving a copy of the probable or confirmed contaminated site notice, the land authorities shall add a
remark in the land record that the particular land is probable or confirmed contaminated and

a. the permission of the public authority shall be required to change the land use;

b. the permission of the public authority shall be required to carry out any land use and site activity including
but not limited to construction, excavation, transportation of material to / from the site, use of surface water
and withdrawal of groundwater;

c. the remark shall be removed only upon receiving a direction from the public authority.

(13)  Notwithstanding anything contained in any other law for the time being in force, no public authority,
government, agency or person without the permission of the Committee shall or shall cause to:

a. change the land use of a probable or confirmed contaminated site;

b. transfer or change in the ownership of any portion or all of land or building of a probable or confirmed
contaminated site;

c. transfer or change in the ownership of any facility at probable or confirmed contaminated site including any
transfer or change in ownership of the company that owns such facility at probable or confirmed
contaminated site;

d. carry out any activity or cease an activity on probable or confirmed contaminated site including transfer or
transport of any material to or from the site.
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(14) Urban Local Bodies / District Level Panchayati Raj Institutions shall prepare an annual inventory of the
confirmed contaminated sites remediated and submit to the State Pollution Control Board in Form 2 by the 30th day of
September every year.

(15)  Executive Head of Urban Local Body / District Level Panchayati Raj(for rural areas) Institution under their
chairpersonship shall include the implementation, enforcement and monitoring of these rules as one of the mandates
of the Urban Local Body level / District Level Panchayati Raj Institution level existing Committee on environmental
and other related issues. The Committee will have a representation from district / regional office of State Pollution
Control Board and also representation of district / regional office of environment department.

7. Responsibilities of Industrial Development Authorities and Industries.- (1) For industrial areas /
industries, concerned industrial development authorities/industries shall file and send annual report to Central
Pollution Control Board / State Pollution Control Board comprising of information about the number and categorizing
the sites as suspected contaminated sites/ probable contaminated sites / confirmed contaminated sites.

8. Responsibilities of State Government. - (1) State/UT Government shall provide its views to the Committee
on the matters related to:

a. Reviewing of inventory of suspected, probable or confirmed contaminated sites in the State/UT submitted by
the concerned State Pollution Control Board;

b. Deciding if a probable contaminated site is confirmed contaminated site and if it requires remediation or only
restriction of certain activities, on the basis of risk based assessment including future land use;

¢. Recommending to a reference organization, the job of detailed investigation, within a period of 90 days from
the date of receipt of the inventory of probable contaminated sites; and

d. Arriving at a decision on the proposal, within a period of 90 days from the date of receipt of the report,
regarding whether the site is confirmed contaminated site and if it requires remediation or only restriction of
certain activities, on the basis of risk based assessment including future land use.

)] State / UT Government shall review the suspected / probable / confirmed contaminated sites to ensure the
remediation in a timely manner.

3 State/UT Government shall develop the modalities of Public Private Partnership Model for remediation of
orphan sites.

(4) State Government may allocate the land under orphan contaminated site to the beneficiaries eligible under Pradhan
Mantri Awas Yojana (PMAY) -Grameen (G) & Urban (U) for construction of residential houses, after its remediation
and the declaration of its suitability for habitation by concerned State Pollution Control Board as per the prescribed
guidelines.

(5) For the purpose of implementation of the provisions of these rules, the State Government or Union Territory
administration shall constitute a Committee within three months from the date of publication of these rules under the
chairmanship of Additional Chief Secretary / Principal Secretary - Environment Department with Secretary-
Municipal Administration & Urban Development Department, Secretary-in-Charge - Department of Panchayati Raj,
Secretary — Industrial Department.

9. Responsibilities of State Pollution Control Board. - (1) State Pollution Control Board shall send the reports
received by Urban Local Bodies / District Level Panchayati Raj Institutions comprising of information and
categorizing the sites as investigated sites/ probable contaminated sites / confirmed contaminated sites along with their
status to the Committee.

(2) State Pollution Control Board shall submit all confirmed contaminated sites requiring remediation in a
State/UT to a ranking process to prepare the priority list to reflect the threat to human health and environment, within
90 days from the date of receipt of confirmation on confirmed contaminated site list from Central Pollution Control
Board.

3) State Pollution Control Board shall prioritize sites in the states for remediation on the basis of guidelines
prescribed by Central Pollution Control Board from time to time.
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4) State Pollution Control Board shall, on direction of Central Pollution Control Board, select other sites in the
priority list or change the priority listing based on such factors as Central Pollution Control Board considers
appropriate.

(5) State Pollution Control Board shall provide its views to the Central Pollution Control Board to keep updated a
contaminated site registry that contains all information on suspected, probable and confirmed contaminated sites’ in
the country.

(6) State Pollution Control Board shall, within 90 days from the recommendation of the Committee about the
confirmed contaminated site, order the Responsible person for preparation of remediation design and preparation of
detailed project report by a reference organisation. The guidance for preparing the remediation design and detailed
project report are given in Schedule | and Schedule I, respectively.

(7 In case of slow response from the Responsible person, State Pollution Control Board shall take up the
remediation activity including from assessment to post remediation on their own; however, the complete cost of
assessment to remediation shall be paid by the Responsible person.

(8)  State Pollution Control Board shall review the detailed project report, get it revised if necessary and submit the
same to the Committee for approval within 2 months from date of receipt of original or revised detailed project report
as the case may be from the Reference Organization.

(9) In case of orphan sites and sites under sub-judice, State Pollution Control Board shall:

i on its own using the services of Reference Organization, develop the remediation plan (supplementary
remediation in case of residual contamination) and submit it to the Central Pollution Control Board within
timeframe stipulated in the guidelines prescribed by Central Pollution Control Board.

ii. on its own using the services of Reference Organization, prepare the Detailed Project Report and remediation
design for remediation of confirmed contaminated sites;

iii. on its own using the services of Reference Organization, initiate the process for implementation of
remediation (supplementary remediation in case of residual contamination) which include preparation of
tender documents for implementation of remediation works and inviting bids for remediation contractors;

iv. formulate and submit the tender evaluation report and remediation plan report (supplementary remediation
plan report in case of residual contamination) within 60 days to the Committee for review and approval,
which will grant its approval within 60 days;

V. appoint the remediation contractor (supplementary remediation contractor in case of residual contamination)
on the basis of approval by the Committee. The remediation work shall be initiated by the contractor
immediately after getting the approval from the Committee and the same shall be supervised by the
Reference Organization involved in formulation of detailed project report;

Vi. closely monitor the remediation work (supplementary remediation work in case of residual contamination)
and verify the outcomes against the detailed project report specifications, using the services of the Reference
Organization;

Vil. shall report completion of remediation (supplementary remediation in case of residual contamination) to
Central Pollution Control Board which will approve the completion of remediation activities on the basis of
recommendation of Committee within 60 days.

(10)  State Pollution Control Board, using the services of the Reference Organization, shall develop the post
remediation monitoring plan and submit it to the Committee within timeframe stipulated in the guidelines prescribed
by Central Pollution Control Board, after issuance of remediation completion order or additional/supplementary
completion order recommended by the Committee.

(11)  The post remediation monitoring plan shall include management measures, technical measures including
monitoring and maintenance measures, deviation points and reporting plan.

(12)  State Pollution Control Board, by itself or through Responsible person, prepare tender documents for
implementation of post remediation monitoring activities and invite bids, if required.

(13) State Pollution Control Board shall review the tender evaluation report.
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(14)  State Pollution Control Board shall report completion of post remediation monitoring measures to Central
Pollution Control Board which will approve the completion of post remediation monitoring measures on the basis of
recommendation of Committee within 60 days.

(15) State Pollution Control Board shall, by a remediation completion order, direct the site owner such measures as
it deems appropriate including but not limited to:

a. carry out permitted activities on the site and to use the site for permitted purposes and not carry out restricted
activities on the site and to not use the site for restricted purposes;

b. not allow any other person to carry out restricted activities on the site and to not allow any other person to
use the site for restricted purposes;

c. inform any change or transfer of ownership or control of site;

d. allow access to site for carrying out any assessment or investigations in future;
e. follow such health and safety measures as advised;

f.  such other matters as it deems appropriate.

(16)  State Pollution Control Board shall provide a copy of the remediation completion order to the State
Government, Central Pollution Control Board, relevant public authorities and Responsible persons, as applicable.

(17)  For a restricted site, State Pollution Control Board shall, with approval of Central Government, issue a
restricted site notice to reflect the appropriate land use and site activity restriction and instruct the land authorities to
amend remark in land records according to the restricted site notice. For a remediated site, State Pollution Control
Board shall, with approval of Central Government, instruct the land authorities to remove the remark in the land
records.

(18)  State Pollution Control Board shall use the list of Reference Organization notified by the Central Pollution
Control Board for assigning the activities pertaining to remediation starting from preliminary assessment to post
remediation monitoring including but not limited to remediation investigation and formulation of detailed project
report.

(19) State Pollution Control Board shall immediately initiate the search for responsible person and gather prima
facie evidence after the site has been confirmed as probable contaminated site as part of the inventory.

(20)  State Pollution Control Board shall submit the details of responsible person with reference to each site in the
inventory to the Committee.

(21)  State Pollution Control Board shall levy financial penalties on the responsible person for any violation of the
provisions under these rules with the prior approval of the Central Pollution Control Board based on the
recommendation of Committee.

(22) Based on the annual progress report received from the Urban Local Bodies / District Level Panchayati Raj
Institutions in Form 2, State Pollution Control Board shall prepare annual inventory of the confirmed contaminated
sites remediated and submit to the Central Pollution Control Board in Form 3 by the 30th day of September every
year. State Pollution Control Board shall also prepare the inventory of confirmed contaminated site owner and
responsible person and shall submit the information to Central Pollution Control Board.

(23)  State Pollution Control Board shall provide all the details regarding suspected contaminated, probable
contaminated and confirmed contaminated sites as well as progress of remediation on the online portal developed by
Central Pollution Control Board.

(24) Detailed Project Report shall be submitted to the Committee in not more than 6 months. Any extension will be
granted only after the review of the State Pollution Control Board.

10. Responsibilities of Central Pollution Control Board. — (1) Central Pollution Control Board, with the
recommendation of the Committee, shall publish the site as confirmed contaminated site in the online portal for public
information inviting objections and suggestions from the general public likely to be affected to make representation
within the timeframe stipulated in the guidelines prescribed by Central Pollution Control Board from time to time.

(2) Central Pollution Control Board shall refer the representations / comments received from the public to the
Committee.

3) Central Pollution Control Board shall on receipt of the recommendations of the Committee shall publish the
site as probable or confirmed contaminated, restriction on site use activity, safety measures that may be required and
temporary relocation of site occupier, if required and status of remediation and forward it to State/UT Government and
State Pollution Control Board.

4) On receipt of recommendations of the Committee, Central Pollution Control Board shall publish the final
remediation completion order.

(5)  While issuing the Completion Order, Central Pollution Control Board shall decide that:

a. the additional / supplementary remediation objectives have been met and issue an additional / supplementary
remediation completion order; or

b. the additional / supplementary remediation objectives have not been met and direct additional or modified
remediation measures.

(6) Central Pollution Control Board, on the basis of recommendation of the Committee, shall grant approval to the
State Pollution Control Board for levying financial penalties on the responsible person for any violation of the
provisions under these rules.

(7 Central Pollution Control Board shall develop the online portal with geotagging/geo-fencing, remote sensing
and satellite imagery of all probable and confirmed contaminated sites.

(8)  The Central Pollution Control Board shall establish and, in consultation with the State Pollution Control Board,
maintain a contaminated site registry in the online portal that contains all information on probable confirmed
contaminated sites in the country including:

a. site description and location;
b. extent and level of contaminant and threat to human health and environment damage;

c. all information on the site including but not limited to records, documents, maps, petitions, reports, orders,
notices, approvals, decisions, communication, plans, evidences, court proceedings and noting in land register;

d. land use and site activity restrictions;
e. status of remediation process;
f.  contact details of all persons associated or involved with the site or remediation;
g. such other information that the State Pollution Control Board may deem appropriate.
(9)  Central Pollution Control Board shall issue guidelines for preliminary site assessment from time to time.

(10)  Central Pollution Control Board shall issue guidelines for detailed site investigation from time to time. The
guidelines will provide information on investigation strategy; methodology of collecting and testing soil, air and water
samples; identifying sources, receptor and pathway of potential contamination; and assessing if the site may pose
threat to human health and environment.

(11) During detailed site investigation, if the level of contamination is found above response level, the Site will be
categorized as confirmed contaminated site and will require remediation.

(12)  Central Pollution Control Board shall prescribe guidelines for risk based assessment from time to time.

(13) Central Pollution Control Board shall prescribe guidelines for prioritisation of sites for remediation from time
to time.

(14) Central Pollution Control Board shall prescribe guidelines for detailed remediation investigation from time to
time.

(15) Central Pollution Control Board shall prescribe guidelines for remediation of the orphan sites using the funds.

(16) Central Pollution Control Board shall mark the status of a site in the site registry as remediated site or restricted
site based on whether there is residual contamination.
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(17)  Central Pollution Control Board shall prepare the consolidated review report on management of contaminated
sites in Form 4 and forward it to the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change, along with its
recommendations, before the 30th day of September once in every year and publish it on the online portal.

(18) Central Pollution Control Board shall publish all guidelines/information on the online portal.

(19) Central Pollution Control Board may approve the utilisation of funds under Environmental Relief Fund under
Section 7 (A) of Public Liability Insurance Act, 1991 for contaminated sites where the responsible persons have not
given the funds for remediation or in case of Orphan Sites.

(20)  Central Pollution Control Board shall prescribe the categorization of the contaminant level according to the
Screening and Response levels.

(21)  Central Pollution Control Board shall prepare guidelines for imposition and collection of Environmental
Compensation from responsible persons/entities in case of non-fulfilment of obligations or non-compliance of
provisions under these rules.

(22) Central Pollution Control Board shall modify forms within these rules as required and prescribe forms where
it is not prescribed.

11. Financial mechanism for remediation activities- (1) In all cases, expenditure for conducting preliminary
investigation and detailed investigation for suspected contaminated sites and probable contaminated sites,
respectively, may be initially met from the Environmental Relief Fund under Section 7(9) of the Public Liability
Insurance Act, 1991 and the State Government.

)] The funds shall be shared between Central Government and State Government in the following ratio as given
in the guidelines of Department of Expenditure on Centrally Sponsored Scheme:

a. North Eastern & Himalayan States: 90% Central share and 10% State share
b. Other States: 60% Central share and 40% State share
c. Union Territories (with legislature and without legislature): 100% Central share

3 The State Government may utilise the funds allocated to it from Environmental Protection Fund under
Sections 16 (1) and 16 (5) of the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 and/or funds from Environmental Compensation
collected by State Pollution Control Board for its share.

4) In case the responsible person is identified, the funds drawn from the Environmental Relief Fund and State
Government for preliminary and detailed site investigation shall be recouped from the responsible person within 3
months, and the responsible person shall be liable for payment of funds for remediation plan of the confirmed
contaminated site.

(5) In case of orphan sites, the funds for conducting preliminary investigation, detailed investigation and
preparation of remediation plan for suspected contaminated sites, probable contaminated sites and confirmed
contaminated sites, respectively, shall be met from the Environmental Relief Fund under Section 7(9) of the Public
Liability Insurance Act, 1991 and the State Government in the ratio as given in sub-rule (2).

(6) For the confirmed contaminated sites where the responsible person has been identified but there is a delay in
fund flow and for sites under sub-judice, the funds for conducting preliminary investigation, detailed investigation and
preparation of remediation plan or detailed project report for suspected contaminated sites, probable contaminated
sites and confirmed contaminated sites, respectively, shall be initially be met from the Environmental Relief Fund
under Section 7(9) of the Public Liability Insurance Act, 1991 and the State Government in the ratio as given in sub-
rule (2). These funds shall be recouped to Environmental Relief Fund after the receipt of funds from the responsible
person.

(7 In case the probable contaminated site does not become confirmed contaminated site after detailed
investigation, the responsible person shall not be liable for recouping of funds to Environmental Relief Fund and State
Government.

(8) In case of orphan sites, with reference to cost for remediation:

a. Upon remediation of the site, the land may be auctioned by the land owning agency and the part of the
revenue may be recouped to the Environmental Relief Fund. Guidelines in this regard may be prepared by
CPCB.
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b. Remediation may be done through Public Private Partnership Model wherein the private party may be given
ownership of the part of the land in view of the cost incurred. This may be established between the private
party and the land owning agency. The modalities of the Public Private Partnership Model may be prescribed
by the State Government.

12. Liability of responsible person. - (1) The responsible person shall be liable for all damages caused to the
environment or third party due to confirmed contaminated site.

2 The responsible person shall be liable to pay environmental compensation for violation of provisions under
these rules by the State Pollution Control Board with the prior approval of the Central Government on the basis of
recommendation of Committee.

3) The responsible person is absolutely, retroactively, and jointly and severally liable for remediation costs,
whether incurred on or off the confirmed contaminated site.

(4)  The list of remediation cost as per the rules is given in Schedule I11.

(5) A responsible person shall not be in any way be exempted or excluded from its liability on account of the
following factors:

a. whether the activity causing contamination and effects of contamination occurred at different points in time,
including before coming of the Act;

b. whether the requirement of a site investigation was neither mandatory nor expected as part of normal
business practice and the person cannot be expected to carry out such investigations or examinations;

c. whether the contaminants were not notified prior to the commencement of Hazardous and Other Waste
(Management and Transboundary Movement) Rules, 2016, Hazardous Wastes (Management, Handling and
Transboundary Movement) Rules, 2008 or Hazardous Wastes (Management and Handling) Rules, 1989 or
were caused by substances that were not notified as hazardous substances;

(6)  The Committee may determine the liability on account of natural resource damage, loss of ecological services
and damage to flora and fauna. The Committee may establish a framework for estimating the damage to environment,
natural resources, flora and fauna and give due consideration to the interim damage, i.e., from the time of
contamination to completion of remediation as well as to any permanent damage that may have occurred.

(7)  Where an accident occurs at the contaminated site or the facility on the contaminated site or during transport of
any material to or from the site, the owner or occupier or responsible person or the transporter shall immediately
intimate the State Pollution Control Board through telephone, e-mail about the accident and subsequently send a
report in Form 5 and publish it on the online portal.

(8) The responsibility and liability set out in these rules shall be in addition and not in derogation to the
responsibility or liability of a person under any other law in matters relating to contaminated sites.

13. Voluntary remediation. - (1) A voluntary remediation may be suitable for sites:
a. that are currently not categorized as probable or confirmed contaminated sites; or
b. that are currently not being investigated by the State Pollution Control Board or the Committee; and

c. where the person proposing voluntary remediation is competent to manage or procure management of
remediation and related environment and social aspects and local community requirements.

(2) A person may submit an application for voluntary remediation for review by the Committee. Such application
may contain preliminary assessment report, preliminary investigation report, voluntary agreement between all owners
and occupiers, evidence of sufficient capacity to pay for remediation and an undertaking to comply with Committee’s
directions and orders during remediation.

(3)  The Committee may recommend to the Central Government to approve the voluntary remediation proposal if it
is satisfied that:

a. it meets the criteria set out in sub-rule (1) above;

b. the voluntary proposal has been agreed and accepted by all site owners and occupiers;
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c. all persons together have demonstrated that they have sufficient capacity to pay the remediation cost and
there is no requirement of public funding to pay for remediation;

d. all persons agree to abide by the orders, directions and notices issued by the Committee;

e. it has followed the process laid out under these rules. Provided the Committee may waive one or more
conditions specified and / or impose one or more conditions.

4) If at any stage, the person undertaking voluntary remediation does not follow any order or directive or notice or
contravenes the provisions of these rules, there shall be no refund of any costs already incurred by the person and the
Committee shall take all steps to enforce the orders as if there was no voluntary remediation proposal.

(5) Approval of voluntary remediation shall not preclude the imposition or otherwise of damages or loss to
environment and liability for failure to comply with or contravention of any other rules, provisions of these rules or
orders or directions issued thereunder.

14. Environmental Compensation: (1) Environmental Compensation shall be levied for the following activities
based on polluter pays principle, -

i. responsible persons not depositing the remediation cost (as given in Schedule I11) on time;
ii. providing false information/ wilful concealment of material facts by responsible persons under these rules;
iii. submission of forged/manipulated documents by the entities registered under these rules;

(2) These violations may also be dealt with under the provisions of sections 15, 15A, 15B, 15C, 15D, 15E and 15F of
the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986, in respect of entity itself and/or any entity that may help abet evade or
violate obligations under these rules, after giving an opportunity of being heard.

(3) Environmental Compensation will be double the amount of remediation cost that was to be deposited by the
responsible persons.

(4) Environmental Compensation shall be levied by respective State Pollution Control Board on responsible persons.
In case, the State Pollution Control Board does not take action in sixty days, the Central Pollution Control Board shall
issue directions to the State Pollution Control Board.

(5) Payment of Environmental Compensation shall not absolve the responsible persons from payment of remediation
cost that has been levied.

(6) The funds collected under Environmental Compensation under these rules, shall be kept in Environmental Relief
Fund established under section 7A of Public Liability Act, 1991.

(7) The funds collected under these rules for shall be utilised in remediation of the Orphan Sites and for activities
relating to contamination sites as decided by the Central Government .

(8) The modalities for utilisation of the funds would be recommended by the Central Remediation Committee for the
approval of Central Government.

(9) Non-compliance of obligations set out under these guidelines will attract penal actions under sections 15, 15A,
15B, 15C, 15D, 15E and 15F the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986.

The detailed project report with details of all investigations as per the remediation design, remediation
objectives and suggested technological options along with indicative cost for remediation, timeframe
required for remediation of the contaminated sites shall be submitted by the Reference Organization within
timeframe stipulated in the guidelines prescribed by Central Pollution Control Board, from the date of
assignment to State Pollution Control Board.

The Reference Organization shall record the outcome of consultation with relevant stakeholders including
but not limited to site owner and occupier, public authorities, civil society institutions and community based
organizations, in detailed project report, while suggesting the remediation

The criteria for suggested remediation options in the detailed project report for comparison and appraisal
before finalizing the most relevant option as specific to the site by the Committee shall include but not
limited to:

a. remediation level,
technical risks,
costs and benefits,

The basic format for detailed project report shall be prescribed by Committee during its first meeting and the
same shall be published by Central Government for all reference purpose.

all costs associated with demolishing, repairing or rebuilding of any building and structure at the confirmed
contaminated site;
