No. MERC/Legal/TB and F&CR/2024/0570.—In exercise of its powers conferred on it under
clause (g) of sub-section (1) of Section 86 read with Section 181 of the Electricity Act, 2003 and all
other powers enabling it in this behalf and after previous publication, the Maharashtra Electricity
Regulatory Commission hereby makes the following Regulations, to amend the Maharashtra
Electricity Regulatory Commission (Transaction of Business and Fees and Charges) Regulations,
2022 (‘the Principal Regulations’), namely:

1. Short title and commencement :

1.1. These Regulations may be called the Maharashtra Electricity Regulatory Commission
(Transaction of Business and Fees and Charges) (First Amendment) Regulations, 2024.

1.2. These Regulations shall come into force from the date of its publication in the Official

Gazette.

Provided that the amendment specified in Regulation 2.1 of these Regulations shall be

applicable from FY 2025-26 onwards.
